four-poster bed [C] a large bed with a tall post at each of the four corners, a cover at the top and curtains around the sides  posteľ so štyrmi stĺpmi
gate [C] the place in an airport where you get on or off a plane: Please proceed to gate 12.  brána, vchod/východ (na letisku)
half-board [U] a type of accommodation at a hotel, etc that includes breakfast and an evening meal

journey [C] the act of
travelling from one place to another, usually on land: They made the journey overland to India.  cesta, cestovanie
motorway [C] a wide road connecting cities that is specially built for fast traffic diaľnica
package holiday [C] a holiday that is organised by a company for a fixed price
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that includes the cost of travel, the hotels, etc: Airport transfers are included in the package.
dovolenka (všetky služby sú zahrnuté v cene)
pipe [C] a tube with a small bowl at the one end that is used for smoking tobacco: to fill a pipe with tobacco

platform [C] the place where you get on or off trains at a railway station: Which platform does the York train depart from?

return [C] a ticket to travel to a place and back again: Is a return fare cheaper than two singles? spiatočný lístok
runway [C] a long piece of ground with a hard surface where planes land and take off at an airport

sightseeing [U] visiting the places of interest in a city, etc that are usually visited by tourists: to go sightseeing  návšteva pamiatok
signal [C] one of a set of lights used to give information to train drivers: Trains were delayed due to a signal failure.  signalizačné zariadenie
single [C] a ticket to travel to a place but not back again

station [C] 1 a building on a railway line where trains stop so that passengers can get on and off: a railway station 2 a building from which buses begin and end their journeys: a bus station

tent [C] a small structure made of cloth that is held up by

poles and ropes. You use a tent to sleep in when you go camping  stan
tour [C] a tour (of/around sth) 1 a journey that you make for pleasure during which you visit many places: to go on a tour of Scotland 2 a short visit around a city, famous building, etc: a guided tour around St Paul’s Cathedral  zájazd, prehliadka
track [C] the two metal rails on which a train runs: The train stopped because there was a tree on the track.

travel [U] the action of going from one place to another: air/rail travel cestovanie, cesta
trip [C] a journey to a place and back again, either for pleasure or for a particular purpose: He went on a business trip.

argue argue (with sb) to say things, often angrily, to show that you do not agree with sb about sth: I never argue with my husband about money.  hádať sa
board to get on a plane, bus, train, etc: Flight 312 to Paris is now boarding (= ready to take passengers) at gate 43. nastúpiť, nalodiť sa
depart (formal) to leave a place, usually at the beginning of a journey: The next train departs from platform 2.  odísť, odletieť
enquire enquire (about sb/sth) to ask for information about

sb/sth: I am writing to enquire about hotels in Prague. informovať sa o
face to have your face or front pointing towards sb/sth: Can you all face the front please? stáť voči
grin (grinning; grinned) to give a broad smile (so that you show your teeth)  škeriť sa
land to come down from the air or to bring sth to the ground: The pilot landed the plane safely. Her flight lands at 3.15  pristáť
manufacture to make sth in large quantities using machines: a local factory that manufactures cars

park to leave the vehicle that you are driving somewhere for a period of time: He parked the car outside the shop.   parkovať
ride (pt rode; pp ridden) 1 to sit on a horse or other animal and control it as it moves: to go horse riding 2 to sit on a bicycle, motorbike, etc and control it as it moves: She jumped on her motorbike and rode away (= went away). noun: ride

tie to fix sb/sth in position with rope, string, etc: He tied the dog to the tree.  viazať, priviazať
